4. POLICE REPORT

Neil reported that there continues to be problems with garden huts being set on fire in Stenhouse Crescent, Stenhouse Road and Whitson Road.  A lady who has been a victim of the arsonists told the meeting of her experience.  Police have carried out investigations and the CCTV van has been mobilised.  Tuesday and Thursday nights seem to be the nights when most incidents occur.  Hutchison Vale Football club have also experienced some trouble.  Thirteen people have been arrested and charged for incidents in Whitson Road and Balgreen Road.  Neil has done a walkabout round his beat with Nick Elliot-Cannon and felt it was a worthwhile exercise.  There have been a number of muggings in the underpasses on Calder Road are giving cause for concern.  A public meeting organised by Sighthill, Parkhead and Broomhouse Community Council will be held on Wednesday 19th November in Murrayburn Primary School to discuss possible solutions to the problems with the underpasses.  Neil encouraged members of the public to phone the police if they witness incidents or if they suspect drug dealing, etc.  Information can be given anonymously, but the police can’t take action if they don’t know.

Elaine gave a report on financial transactions, the current amount in the bank is £2080.31.
7. PARTNERSHIP and AREA BOARD ISSUES

7.1 Area Board

Pat reported that the Area Board are looking for project ideas to be put forward for consideration in the next financial year.  Pat encouraged everyone to think of possible projects.  One item that has been identified is a Community notice-board for residents in the Whitson area.  The suggested site for this could be at the top of Whitson Grove / near to the bus stop.
7.2 Neighbourhood Partnership

Elaine reported that the “Twenty’s Plenty” signs should be installed outside Stenhouse School by the end of October.  The Lollipop Lady has been told to stand on the opposite side of the road from the School and has problems with parents stopping where she tries to cross the children, to drop off their children.  Neil will try and arrange for a banner to encourage parents to use some common sense.
8. SAUGHTON PARK / CHILDREN’S PLAY AREA

10. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

10.1 Mosaic Project
Pat reported that Andy Vardy had circulated information to Seven Schools but there was no interest in the Mosaic Project.  The Community Council will have to return the money to the Neighbourhood Partnership as the money was awarded solely for the Mosaic Project.
10.2 Whitson Grove
There was a proposal that Whitson Grove be made one-way traffic on either side of the    grassed area.  Robert raised this issue during the walkabout with Council Officials.

10.3 Whitson Walkabout
Robert reported on his walkabout round Whitson with Raymond Laird from the Council.  Several issues were identified and Raymond will arrange for action to be taken.
10.4 Friends of Saughton Park

The 4 residents attending the meeting and who live in streets local to the Saughton Park advised that they are applying to set up a “Friends of Saughton Park” group.  This was welcomed by members of the Community Council who look forward to working with the group to improve facilities in the Park.  The ladies also advised that they opposed the proposal to build a skatepark in Saughton Park.  A lengthy discussion took place on the consultation exercises and the pros and cons of the Skatepark.  Stenhouse Community Council members still support the proposal and hope it is the first of many initiatives to revitalise Saughton Park.
