MATTERS ARISING

 

3.1.    Bus Services
Elaine attended the WECPP Transport Forum meeting, as there had been a lot of complaints about the buses not going to B & Q.   This has been referred to the Council with a request that the number 20 bus route be extended to cover B & Q and the Gyle Shopping Centre.

 

3.2 Memorial for Margaret Doherty
There was quite a discussion in regard to this and eventually it was suggested that a cup or shield be presented for the best pupil between the Stenhouse Primary School and Balgreen Primary School, which could be called “The Doherty Cup”, commemorating 25 years with the Community Council.  We should write to the Head Teachers of both schools and see what they felt about this.

 

4.      POLICE REPORT

Neil Doig advised that there was a bollard missing at the School at Stenhouse and also at Stenhouse Street West and it was advised that these are being repaired.   There had been two huts broken into on the Calder Road and Broomhouse seemed to be targeted in regard to this.   The gas pipes at Stenhouse Drive were possibly dangerous and it was suggested that they should be made more safe – a reply is awaited in regard to this.   The biggest problem at this time is the young people who are drinking.   The other problem was the bus shelters that had been broken – this is not the responsibility of the Council, but a Firm called Clear Channel.  On Friday nights, (which is the night that most of the young ones drink), it is being arranged for football in this area for the 12 to 16 year olds to try and keep them involved and away from the drink.   Again Neil suggested that all the Community Groups should be called together to discuss these problems.  Neil is arranging a date for a trip to the Call Centre at Bilston.
