4. TRAMS WORK PRESENTATION
Alf Orriell, Willie Biggins and Brian Walker gave a presentation outlining future work in our area in preparation for the Tram lines being laid.  The work will start on Saturday 29th November and will run over 3 weekends from 11.30pm on Saturday nights to 7.30am on Sunday mornings.  Work will also be carried out during the day on Christmas Day and Boxing Day.  TIE will write to householders most likely to be affected by the work and host a Public Meeting on Wednesday 26th November in Stenhouse Baptist Church.

7.2 Neighbourhood Partnership

Elaine reported that she had attended a Transport Focus Group meeting and the main topic for discussion was the withdrawal of the number 20 bus service.  The Partnership is trying to have the service restored although it may not run through Stenhouse.
Elaine also attended a Partnership meeting where the number 20 bus service issue was raised again.  The other main issue that will affect people living in our area is personal safety while using the underpasses on the Calder Road.  There have been a number of assaults and muggings in recent months and Sighthill, Parkhead and Broomhouse Community Council will host a Public meeting at Murrayburn Primary School on Wednesday 19th November to try and establish alternatives solutions for pedestrians to cross Calder Road.  If there is a demand from people in our area we will also arrange a Public meeting.
8. WEBSITE
Louisa has designed a website and in her absence Robert circulated copies of the layout.  The design was well received and Louisa would like photographs and history of the local area.   Louisa has also investigated the cost of setting up the website and has found a package costing £4.99 per month plus a one off fee of £9.99 for a minimum contract of 24 months, registering the domain name is £2.99 per year plus VAT.  It was agreed that Louisa should accept this offer and Elaine will arrange to reimburse her for expenses of £7.03 incurred to date.
