1. APOLOGIES

2. MINUTES OF MEETING 16 JANUARY 2008

The Minutes of the meeting held on 16 January 2008 were approved – the proposer was Pat Carr and seconded by Brenda Myles

3. MATTERS ARISING

3.1 Treasures Position
Elaine asked if anyone was interested in taking over the Treasurers position but there was no response.  Elaine will carry on with the duties in the meantime.

3.2 Mosaic Project
Pat reported that the project is due to start in March and that Andy Vardy will put up posters inviting 10 – 16 year olds to take part in the project.  There are 10 places available.  A youth worker will be employed to supervise but Andy Vardy has requested assistance from both members of the Community Council and Saughton Mains Residents Association.  The project is expected to run on one night a week for 6 weeks so we are looking for volunteers to take turns so that one person does not have to be responsible.  Jack Blakey asked if older people were taking part but Elaine advised that it is a youth project only.

4. POLICE REPORT

Neil reported that anti–social behaviour and vandalism especially by youths continues to be the cause of most calls to the Police.  Charges have been brought against several individuals for breaking windows and damaging bus shelters.  Four CCTV cameras have been installed at The Cross.  The cameras are portable and will be used in areas which have a high number of calls to the police regarding anti-social behaviour, etc.  The Bank of Scotland Midnight League has started again and is proving very popular with young people between 12 and 16 years old.  A new joint initiative between the Police and the Council will see Police Officers walking the beat with Environmental Wardens in an effort to reduce litter dropping, dog fouling etc and generally encourage people to keep their local area tidy.  The visit to the Police Call Centre at Bilston has been arranged for Tuesday 18th March.  Elaine, Jean, Eddie, Jack and Margaret will visit from Stenhouse Community Council along with 5 people from Saughton Mains Residents Association, Nick Elliot-Cannon and Neil Doig.  Unfortunately numbers are limited but another visit can be arranged in the future for those who have missed out this time and would like to go.

5. PLANNING

8. PROJECTS AND GRANT APPLICTIONS

Stella reported that she had done some research into the proposed War Memorial.  Some discussion took place re funding and Jean will bring Shirley Anne Somerville’s letter to the next meeting to clarify some details.

9. PARTNERSHIP ISSUES

Elaine reported that the issue of the lack of a bus service to Hermiston Gait Retail Park had been raised and that some discussion had taken place.  The Transport Forum is also actively pursuing this issue.

10. AREA BOARD

John reported that some of the monies from rents paid by Council Tenants are being used for environmental projects instead of being used for maintenance and improvement of Council owned houses.

11. PUBLIC MEETING


Saughton Mains Residents Association hold regular public meetings and invite Councillors, Police Representatives, Council Services to the Community representatives and other officials who may be able to answer questions on issues concerning the local residents.  Elaine proposed that we organise a public meeting for the people of Stenhouse and Whitson along similar lines.  It was agreed that the meeting would be held on Wednesday 23rd April from 7.00pm until 9.00pm in the Stenhouse Baptist Church.  Pat circulated leaflets as an example of how SMRA public meetings are advertised and Neil offered to find out the Police would charge to print some leaflets and posters for us.

12. SAUGHTON MAINS COMMUNITY FAIR

Saughton Mains will be holding their Community Fair on Saturday 30th August.  It was agreed that the Community Council take a stall to promote our activities.  The fair runs from 12noon – 4.00pm and volunteers are needed to do short shifts during this time.

13. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Mrs Darling and some of her neighbours from Stenhouse Gardens attended the meeting.  They have had problems with an anti-social neighbour who has now been evicted.  They found the process long and very stressful and sought guidance and assurance should they find themselves in this situation in the future.  Neil explained that it is vital that everyone affected complain to the police, the Council’s anti-social behaviour team and / or their Councillors.  Complaints from one person albeit personally and via a Councillor do not hold as much weight as calls and complaints from several people about the same thing also keep a diary.
