Elaine thanked Jim Renwick for taking the Minutes at the last meeting.  She also informed us of the death of Margaret Doherty (former Minute Secretary).  It was requested that the Community Council send flowers for Margaret's funeral.  This was passed and Jean asked to make the arrangements.  It was also suggested that we have a full discussion next meeting to see what remembrance we would set up for Margaret. 

The proposer for the Minutes was Eddie Mulligan and seconded by Pat.

3. MATTERS ARISING 

3.1 Mosaic Project

There was some discussion about the mosaic project – Walter Spence advised that he and David Hop had visited the City of Edinburgh Finance Offices for advice regarding the application for funding.  An application was made to the Community Grant’s Fund for £2090 but the amount should have been £1000 as per the minutes of the Community Council Meeting on 21st June 2007.  Funding of £2090 has been awarded and Walter suggested that the amount not used for the Mosaic project should be used to purchase 3 seats for the Community.  It was explained to Walter that the £2090 had been awarded specifically for the Mosaic Project and any money not used should be returned to the awarding body.  Walter and David were also advised that the application for funding should have been made to one of the funding bodies where the criteria specifies working with youths of a certain age.  The Mosaic Project had been designed with the specific intention of involving youths in our area between the ages of 12 and 16 years of age and either the Go For it Awards or the Edinburgh Community Safety Partnership Local Initiative Fund would have been suitable.

3.2 Baptist Church Disabled Toilet
The application made to the Community Grant Fund has not been passed.  Councillor Nick Elliot-Cannon will look into this and find out who should be approached for funding.

3.3 Bus Services
Elaine advised that she has been invited to attend a WECPP Transport Forum meeting on 5th December.  Access to Hermiston Gait Retail Park and the Christmas and New Year bus services are two of the items for discussion.

3.4 Partnership Meetings

Partnership Meeting - Discussion about the structure of Form and Groups ​Area Board - Partnership responsible for setting up the Partnership.  Nothing decided on that. 

John expressed concern about the increased volume in traffic and the new road layout at the Junction of Stevenson Road and Westfield Road with the opening of Sainsbury's and the proposed new housing development.

John requested that members think about what issues they would like him to raise at the next meeting of the Neighbourhood Partnership.

4. POLICE REPORT 

Neil Doig reported that garden huts were being broken into - 30 odd huts.  Windows continue to be smashed.  A number of young people have been charged.  Neil suggested that all the Community Groups should come together to discuss these problems.  He pointed out that the police need our help and ​we must co-operate with them more.  Neil advised that a visit to the Call Centre at Bilston could be arranged if anyone is interested in attending.  Sarah Boyack has applied for funding for 9 “Youth Cafes” to be set up at various locations as yet unannounced. Andrew Gilhooley is new Police Inspector replacing Sandy Boyd who has taken up another post. 

5. PLANNING 

· Erection of a conservatory at 76 Ford's Road. 

· Stenhouse Primary School - provision of a new lift tower, provision of disabled parking space. 

· 11 Stenhouse Street - erection of single storey extension to the rear and ramped access to front door. 

· Wheatsheaf - change of use to office accommodation.

David gave a very full report in his typed out version.  We have a balance of £1,006.54.
