“As you know there was a NIPs scheme in the list for FY10/11 for lighting in the back lanes at the above. 
In discussions with our street lighting colleagues about this and a number of other lighting schemes a number of issues arose. 
In a "normal" situation the lighting columns are placed at the rear of the footway and thus have a degree of protection. In the case of a backlane such as this there is nowhere to place the columns where they are not at risk of damage from vehicles. If lighting was placed in the lane there is likely to be a continual issue of columns being hit and having to be replaced. There is likely therefore to be an ongoing cost associated with this. Reluctantly therefore it has been agreed not to proceed with this project. “
