
MINUTES OF MEETING OF STENHOUSE, SAUGHTON MAINS AND WHITSON COMMUNITY COUNCIL ON WEDNESDAY 20th APRIL 2011

1. Apologies

2. Pat welcomed everyone to the Meeting.  
Pat read out Claire Giblett’s letter to South West Neighbourhood Partnership Manager about issues she raises affecting her area, and noted Mike Avery’s response that Stewart Farquhar would be dealing with it as he is the interim NP Manager as Mike’s been seconded.  Pat read out Gordon Dickson’s response dealing with some of the concerns.  The South West office are currently working on an official response directly to Claire Giblett.
A general discussion about some concerns about the general state of the area took place including items being dumped.  It was noted that some concerns may take some time to deal with but others can be dealt with more quickly.  Regards dog fouling, Pat advised that Environmental Wardens will be more effective if we can advise of dog, description of owner and times that the person is out with their dog.
Action: Pat to take to the Area Board the proposal for fencing (?).
Discussion took place about the TIE development area just off Stenhouse Drive and how its security doesn’t appear to be in place.  Action: Pat to forward relevant section of Claire’s email to TIE.

3.  Matters Arising
1. Stella’s housing query about single/multiple occupancy, particularly under-occupied premises.  Action: Louisa to further investigate.
2. Footpath in Stenhouse Drive – Action: PC Cooper to chase PC Finch up for an answer.
3. Whitson grove (at around no 11) high hedge and tip located at rear of property.

Action: PC to chase Gordon Dickson to see if he has visited.

4. ATC building: Action: Pat to contact and invite to future meeting.
5. Stenhouse Cross: EM noted that one of the bollard lights on the roundabout is damaged.  Action: Pat to report to Gordon Drysdale.

6. Noted that pedestrian crossings are still causing a problem.  Action: Pat to contact Gordon Drysdale to find out if the box on the lamp on Stenhouse Cross, just up from the Cross, was to monitor traffic.

7. John Laurie raised issue of lampposts on either end of the pathway blinking on and off.  John has not yet advised of lamppost number.
8. Car parking by Saughton House staff – noted concern that cars are being parked further out (from Broomhouse end to Saughton Mains).  Can Saughton House reduce their green space / grounds area to accommodate more car parking spaces, or encourage their staff to use public transport instead of private car?  Action: LJ to contact Broomhouse Residents Association / CC to gauge their views on this.
9. Whitson Grove: Action: LJ to find out more information on timescale of issuing TTRO.

10. Action: Pat to email Saughton Skatepark Management Committee about ????

7.  Neighbourhood Partnership and Area Board

(2) Car park at Saughton Mains Terrace: this is apparently the Roads Departments area, main contact is Gordon Drysdale.  (3) Lane that runs between back of Stevenson Drive and Whitson Walk.  Not sure who we should speak to about clearing this area.  There is not apparent access or exit showing on Council map for this lane.  Perhaps now the responsibility of home owners to clear it?
Pat asked members to consider possible projects for the Area Board to fund.  Potentially put forward Stenhouse Cross.  Perhaps request that daffodils are planted in several areas within our area that we can identify.
Action: Pat to request funds for a Noticeboard for the Whitson area.
