New Community Police Team likely to be in place in our community by October 2010.  New system being trailed in North / South Edinburgh as from March 1st.

Young people needed for “Youth Forum” in the South West area.  Only two turned up at most recent meeting.  Important to get some involved so they can have their say.

Personal attack alarms still on sale for only £3.00.

Have been giving some attention to Stenhouse Cross parking and use of crossings.

5th November (bonfire night) – several complaints received about fires or material being started for use.  Complaints received re. large quantity of wood in playpark at Stenhouse Place East.  Council were requested to move it.

Underpass at Calder Road / Saughton Road has been repainted and plants in middle area cut back.  Work ongoing on lighting.  Minor vandalism noted and parents of one youth whose name is written in felt pen have been visited to complain / warn.

Was unable to attend the Stenhouse Walkabout as was working at NATO event in city centre.

Have arranged to meet CEC rep’s working on development on new playpark at Saughton Park, along with Crime Prevention Officer to discuss plans etc.

Continue to work with Council regarding youth problems / anti social behaviour issues. Several visits undertaken to warn those involved. One problem family should be away from area by end of November 2009.

In coming weeks / months community officers will have younger colleagues with them to improve their understanding of what we do and educate them for the future.

Overall the community council area is doing ok in comparison to other nearby areas but there is always room for improvement.
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
